AACAE Scholarship Application
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Purpose

AACAE Scholarships are for active AACAE members, and intended to fund/partially fund attendance to the Commission on Adult Basic Education (COABE) Conference for professional development that will advance the professional standing of AACAE practitioners. 

Eligibility

AACAE member for a minimum of two years (including the previous and current years) and employed or volunteered as a practitioner in the field of adult education for a minimum of three years.

Guidelines

1. Only AACAE members are eligible to apply. 

2. Applications must be received eight weeks prior to the COABE conference. This year's deadline is January 15th. 
3. A committee of three will read the applications and make funding recommendations to the AACAE Executive Board. 

4. Two grants of up to $2,000 each may be awarded annually by the AACAE Executive Board.
5. Recipients may not receive the award two years in a row.  

6. Scholarship money will be paid directly to the recipient.

7. Scholarship recipients must provide a written report in August and meet with the AACAE Executive Board prior to the fall Board meeting (exact date to be provided). 

8. No member of the AACAE Executive Board nor committee chair is eligible to apply for a period of two years after completion of service. 

Procedures

Submit an application as outlined below. 

I. Personal Information 

Name and contact information

II. Goal Statement 

This narrative will be used as a writing sample. The goal statement should include the following: (1) Introduction, (2) Current status and contributions to adult education, (3) Why do you wish to attend the COABE Conference?, (4) How will your standing in and contribution to the field of adult basic education be enhanced by attending the conference?, (5) What contributions will you be able to make to the field of adult basic education as a result of your attendance at the conference?, and (6)Conclusion.

III. Recommendations 

Submit two letters of recommendation, one letter from a supervisor and one letter from a peer.

Applications must be received by January 15th.
