RE: 		BEST Plus Training





The AALRC is offering the opportunity to participate in the BEST Plus certification workshop. Since there have been requests for basic training to administer the BEST Plus for ESL students, I have contracted with the Center for Applied Linguistics to offer the training at the Resource Center on Monday, July 26, 2010 from 9:00a.m.-4:00p.m.


 


This workshop is for programs which currently use BEST Plus or plan to start using BEST Plus by July 1, 2010.  Reminder:  The Oral BEST is no longer an accepted assessment according the Arkansas Adult Education Program Policy, “Standardized Testing Instruments.”





According to the Center for Applied Linguistics, the publisher of BEST Plus: “In order to maintain the integrity of BEST Plus, it is important to score the assessment accurately and reliably. Thus, all potential test administrators are required to attend a 6-hour training workshop conducted by a certified BEST Plus trainer before they may begin testing. This workshop prepares test administrators to use and score BEST Plus.”


 


Participants who are paid with adult education funds will be reimbursed according to state travel guidelines.  Please remember that according to Adult Education Division policy only one car per four people can receive travel reimbursement unless prior written permission is received from Mr. James H. Smith, Deputy Director, Arkansas Department of Career Education, Adult Education Division. In order to receive reimbursement for lodging, participants must live or work (whichever is closer) 150 miles or more from Little Rock. They must also submit an original of their hotel bill. Total maximum lodging reimbursement is $88.00 plus tax.
