RE: 	Giving Struggling Readers Hope:  The Research-Based Guided Reading Approach





The AALRC is happy to announce a new workshop on February 3-4, 2010, that will teach adult education and literacy providers how to conduct “guided reading” activities in their classrooms to help struggling readers improve reading skills and more.  With a combination of small-group learning and guided reading, this approach to reading instruction gives teachers the opportunity to explicitly teach the skills and comprehension of reading proficiency. 





The workshop designer and instructor is Kathy Martin, M.Ed., who has worked in adult education classrooms for 21 years, and currently teaches at the University of Arkansas at Monticello College of Technology-Crossett.  Kathy used the approach in her own adult education classroom while also researching the approach.  When she analyzed the data, she found the use of guided reading was extremely beneficial for the struggling readers – more than she had even hoped!  Guided reading had an impact on the students’ educational reading gains, boosted students’ confidence in reading, and greatly improved students’ attendance.  Students made significant progress in both the constructing of meaning and evaluation/extending meaning. 





The workshop will begin at 10:00 am on February 3, 2010, and end at 4:00 pm that day.  February 4th will be from 9:00 am – 4:00 pm.





Adult education-funded participants will be reimbursed according to state travel guidelines.  Only one car per four participants can receive mileage reimbursement unless prior written permission is obtained from Mr. James H. Smith, Deputy Director, Arkansas Department of Career Education, Adult Education Division.  In order to receive reimbursement for lodging, participants must live or work (whichever is closer) 150 miles or more from Little Rock to stay the night before the training and at least 50 miles to stay the night in-between. They must also submit an original receipt of the hotel bill.  Total maximum lodging reimbursement is $88.00, plus tax.
