RE: 		Literacy Strategies for Adult Learners





The AALRC is offering the opportunity to participate in the workshop Literacy Strategies for Adult Learners.  The workshop will include research based practices 


in reading assessment, curriculum planning, readabilities, and teaching strategies 


for students at all performance levels including those with special needs. Dr. Charlotte Robertson will be the presenter.





This year the workshop is being divided into two - four day sessions. The first 


four days will concentrate on assessment - specifically TABE (Test of Adult Basic Education) and Adult Diagnostic Reading Inventory. (ADRI) 





The second four days will concentrate on instructional strategies.  Participants do not have to attend the first four days on assessment in order to attend the second four days which concentrates on instructional strategies.  Also, those who attend 


the first four days on assessment do NOT have to attend the second four days on instructional strategies.  Each four-day session stands alone and has its own Session ID; however, participants are encouraged to attend both sessions if at all possible.





The first day of the session will begin at 10:00a.m. at the AALRC. Participants will receive 24 hours of Professional Development for each session of this workshop.





Adult education funded participants will be reimbursed according to state travel guidelines. Please remember that according to Adult Education Division policy only one car per four participants can receive mileage reimbursement unless prior written permission is obtained from Mr. James H. Smith, Deputy Director, Arkansas Department of Career Education, Adult Education Division.  In order to receive reimbursement for lodging, participants must live or work (whichever is closer) 


150 miles or more from Little Rock to stay the night before the training and at 


least 50 miles to stay the night between. They must also submit an original of the hotel bill.  Total maximum lodging reimbursement is $86.00 plus tax.
